
Portrait Stencil
1.  Log on to a Laptop and open up Photoshop

2.  Open up iPhoto and drag your portrait photograph into Photoshop

3.  Turn the Photograph black and white by going to: Image > Adjustments > Black & White
4. Check that your palette is black in the foreground and white in the background 

5. Go to: Filter > Sketch > Stamp to change your photograph into a stencil (you might need to zoom out to see your stencil)

6. Adjust the Light/Dark Balance and Smoothness sliders to improve the look of the stencil, then click OK
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7.Use the Rubber tool to rub out any marks / dots you don’t want

* IMPORTANT *

When your stencil is printed you are going to cut out the black sections to leave all the white parts joined together. To make sure this happens you need to check that all the white sections of your stencil are joined together. If they are not you will need to use the Rubber tool to draw a ‘bridge’ to join the white bits together (your teacher can help you with this).

8. When your teacher has checked your work go to: File > Save As
